The First Baptist Church of

Hicksville was incorporated June
30, 1954 and meetings were held
in a rented building at 57 N, Broad-

way. Because of the widening of

Brosn the building was to be

orn down. The congregation form-—2
a building committee in early

1957 to seek a new meeting place.
The committee consisted of LeRoy
Brown, Donald Kant and George
Balseiro.

With only $1500.00 in the build-

ing fund and 22 members, the

prospects of building were slim
indeed. Many stores and large
houses -were considered for meet-

ing places but were rejected for
various reasons. In the late fall

of 1957 the present. property at

Liszt St. and Pollok Place was

selected. A small house on the

property was envisioned as

temporary meeting place until ex—

pansion became necessary with

growth of the congregation.
In early January 1958, Chester

Johnson, a building contractor

from N. Merrick and a stranger

to the congregation, approached the

building committee and told them

that he believed that God would have

him work with,the congregation in

the construction of a new church

building. He offered to donate all

his time in overseeing the work,
if the men of the congregation were

willing to work with him.
