McGann, D.D. will become the
second Bishop of the Catholic
Diocese of Rockville Center on

Thursday, Jun 24.

H will be instaHed at a special
ceremony in the Nassau Vet-
erans’ Memorial Coliseum in
Uniondale.

Both Terence Cardinal Cooke,
Archbishop of New York, and

Archbishop Jean Jadot, Papal
Apostolic delegate in the United

States, will attend to install the

51-year old Long Island as the

new Ordinary of the“diocese.
Thousands of people - including

religious leaders - are also ex-

pecte to attend the installation.

Bishop McGann succeeds the
Most Rev. Walter P. Kellenberg,
D.D., who retired because of age.

He was 75 years of age on June 3.

Bishop Kellenberg was named
the first bishop of the new

Diocese of Rockville Centre in
1957.

Bishop McGann was born in

Brooklyn, New York on Dec. 2,
1924, He attended Our Lady of
Good Counsel Parish School and

Cathedral College, both Brook-

lyn, and the Immaculate Con-

ception Seminary, Huntington.
He was ordained to the priest-
hood on June 3, 1950 in Brooklyn
by the Most Rev. Thomas E.

Molloy, Bishop of Brooklyn.
Following ordination, Bishop

McGann served a assistant in St.
Anne’s -Church, ‘Brentwood, and
assistant chaplain, Pilgrim State

Hospital until 1957 when he was
appointed assistant Chancellor of
the diocese. In 1958 he became

assistant secretary to Bishop
Kellenberg and in 1959 was

named Papal Chamberlain.
From 1959 to Nov. 1970, Msgr.

Most Rev. John R. McGann, D.D.

McGann was secretary to Bishop
Kellenberg, and while in that

capacity was also appointed
secretary to the diocesan Board

of Consultors. He retained these

positions until his appointment as

Auxiliary Bishop was announced.

From 1966 to 1969 he served on

the Diocesan Commission for

Sacred Liturgy, Music and Art

and from 1968 to the present has
been a member of the Priests’
Personnel Board.

He served on the United States
Catholic Conference Advisory

Council from 1969 unti] Jan. 1971

when he was ordained Auxiliary
Bishop of the Rockville Centre
Catholic Diocese. Also in 1971 he

became Vicar General,
Episcopal Vicar of Suffolk

County, and a member of the
Board of Consultors, which he
had served for many yeafs as

Secretary.

As yo are probably aware by

now, the Town of Oyster Bay
plans to bury raw garbag at the

Plainview landfill site.

The only independent
engineers who have studied this

plan (the consulting engineering
firm of Holzmacher, McLendon

and Murell) have reported that

this proposed use of the landfill

pose ‘‘a serious potential hazard

to public water supplies.” The

Plainview . Water District. has

stated that it is ‘‘deeply con-

cerned of the possible con-

tamination of our only- source of

water” if the Town’s plan is

actually implemented. The ad-

jacent Town of Huntington,
whose water supply is also
threatened by contamination

from runoff from the Plainview

landfill, has announced its firm

opposition to the Oyster Bay plan.
Newsday characterizes the

landfill plan as a ‘“‘loony

scheme.”

Unfortunately, our Town Board

is turning a deaf ear to all these

voices, and is marching blindly
forward on a path that may well

lead to tragedy for our Town and

its residents. They seem to think

they are taking a reasonably
calculated risk. We think the

stakes they are playing for are

far too high. If the Town loses its

gamble, and the water supplies of
Plainview, Bethpage, Jericho,

Syosset and South Huntington
become contaminated, the

process is irreversible. Once the

underground water supply has

become contaminated by runoff
from the landfill, it is unusable

forever. Not a very happy
prospect...not a very wise

gamble.
Nobody likes a lawsuit, but the

Town ha left us with no choice.

We must take legal action to stop
this ill-advised landfill plan

“before it&# too late. A number of

local civic groups have banded

together and retained one of the

nation&#3 leading attorneys in the

fields ‘of environmental and

municipal law to represent us in

this matter. Formal proceedings
will be underway shortly.

The test borings
showed a clay and silt base that

for a landfill. In September, 1973
excavation began.

CLAY BASE SEEMS 0.K.

On the information supplied by
the test borings, the Town began
communicating with State DEC

to determine if the clay base was

considered by their  en-

vironmental engineers to be a

sufficient liner for a leachate
control in a landfill. After

meeting with State DE officials
in January, 1974 the State in

dicated that it would accept a

clay base as such a safeguard.
The State also indicated that it
would require the drilling of

monitoring wells at the Plainview
site. Informal communications
continued between Town en-

vironmental engineers and those
of the State, and in August, 1974

the Town design for the landfill

development with a natural clay
base serving to control leachate
was sent to the State. State DEC

approved the plan and issued a

permit to operate a landfill
requiring

the assurance that

afficials was the use of a plastic
liner and the addition of leachate
collection and removal systems

to prevent leachate from
remaining at the base of the
landfill. State DEC adopted these

requirements and the Town
consultant in preparing a new

preliminary design plan that has

not yet been presented to the
Town Board, has embodied the

necommendations _necessary to

solve the questions raised in that
November report.

Throughout these planning
stages, the Town has proposed
concepts to the State DEC and

County Health Dept. for review

and recommendation solely for
the purpose of incorporating into

a final design all the safeguards
that these agencies feel are

necessary.
It is only as the Town plans

became more detailed that more

detailed questions can be raised

b these regulatory agencies. As

the Town now approaches the

completion of preliminary
concepts and prepdres to develop
the final design for the landfill

development, more review will
be conducted on each step by the

State DEC and health

professional, The Town will

continué to incorporate into its

plans the recommendation of the

regulatory agencies until the

final design will present a

development plan that both

agencies will approve as bging
environmentally safe.

In concluding his report Burke

stated: “This system assures

that no sanitary landfill

operations will begin at that site

vuntil and unless every detail has

been examined and approved by
the State DEC and County Health

Department.”
