Unles you were flooded with offers im-

mediatel it isn’t likel your plac was under-

price Ju the same, you certain have a

rig to chan your minds No one can force

you to sell your property.
Dependin on the circumstances, the

broker may claim reimbursement for money

(advertisin for exampl and time already
expend on you listing. The broker migh
even have a claim for full commission if he

or she had alrea broug you a full-
offer on your terms, o if you later negotiat
secret with one of the broker& customers.

No need to worry about that if you are

acting in goo faith.

You owed that for the us of the old loan

durin Augus and fo the first 10 da of

Th problem arises with closin customs on

the new loan. On Oct. 1 you would owe in-

terest for the precedin month, Septemb
Since you didn’t borrow the new money for

the whole month, it wouldn’t be righ to

char you a regul monthl payment. So in-
