Conservation In Hicksville

The Board of Commissioners, Hicksville
Water District, in an effort to advise our

local residents of matters regardin the
establishment of annual pumpage limita-

tions for water as applicabl to our com-

munity and Nassau County as well, will
from time to time keep our peop inform-
ed of development concerning the recent

imposition of “pumpag caps”
We are aware that there are many

sources of information being made
available to the public in any number of

published articles and news programs.
Much of this material is negative in nature

because this is the type of news that at-

tracts the most attention. For exampl ex-

cept for our own efforts to inform our

public plu the water works personne that

may have had similar problems,
througho the New York Section of the

AWWA, there has been no mention made

or any recognition given to the efforts of

our community in establishin a totally
successful plant for “air-stripping” of

organics. We have reported in print and

carried the verbal story of the success, It

is gratifying to know that we have three
wells o line at this plant which are now

producing water entirely free of any
organic compound normally tested for

in the public suppl The Board and its staff
hav diligently pursue quality and quan-

tity, but now we must confine our greatest
efforts toward maintenance of qualit and

ask all to hel conserve, for the continued

supplie needed by the future generations.
It is an unpleasant experience to be a

water official at a time when the most

serious considerations.must be given to

future water suppl availability however,
it is not our intent to create an environ-

ment.of panic in the publi plac We feel
this4s-our responsibilit and trust to have
the cooperation of all as we seek to assure

the continued availablity of a safe and ade-

quate water supply for future generations
of Long Islanders. We would like to see

demonstrated a spirit of cooperation to

adequatel serve our consumers while ac-

celerating our efforts to protect our

underground water supply. There are

some things that we can do to redouble

our efforts to conserve this precious
resource.

NYSDEC will require water conservation

measures (water cap as a condition of

Lon Island well permits and publi water

suppl permits where needed to limit con-

sumptio in areas of existing or potentia
quantity stress on the aquifer system.

Simpl put, if we cannot of our own ef-

forts induce conservation the NYSDEC

may deny us the permit to use certain of

our wells, A singl well may produce two

million gallon per day it wouldn&# take

long to have production reduced substan-

tially Our twenty wells would b of little

help then. Ther is a provision of the law

that impase fines/penalties directl upon
the Water Commissioners as individuals

for failure to enforce such directives; such

penalties are substantial in nature and

could cause them persona hardship The

program of capping has been adopted
with no formal announcement, no official

publicatio and no opportunity for input

b local governments, water supplier or

the genera public
While we are in the process of confor-

ming to the NYSDEC directives on capp-

ing, there will be other studies being
conducted such as the one by the Nassau

County Water Resources Board which was

appointe some ten years ago b the

County Executive to advise county of-

ficials on matters relatin to Nassau’s Water

Suppl Obviously we have come to realize

that there are many divergen views on

how to evaluate and to estimate our sup-

plie because of the complexit of our

hydrogeolo system and seemin it ap-
pears to change everytime someone

studies the subject.
The Board of Commissioners does not

intend t lose precious time that should
be directed at conservation and we d en-

courage the cooperatio of all in these ef-
forts, but we will not block further stud
of other ground water management
strategies that can be helpful in addition
to conservation.

Freezing pipes are a common problem

Cold weather can mean big headaches ard

expensive repairs for homeowners wh fail

to protect their homes from the cost damag
caused b frozen pipes that break,” Lyon said.

To help homeowners prevent the aggrava-
tion and expense of frozen pipes, Lyon offers
the following advice:

Be sure to check on pipes in unheated

areas of your hom - the basement, crawl

spaces, exterior walls and laundr room. These

are the ones that are most likely to freeze.

O particularly cald day allow inside
faucets to drip slowl and open cabinets
underneath sinks to allow heat to reach the

pipes.
Insulate pipes. Specia types of insulation

are available for pipes at most hardware stores.

Consult a plumbe or home repair manual for

installation guideline
Drain all outside spigots. Thes are highl

susceptibl to freezin since the pipes run

through th walls to the outside. To drain, cut

off the water at th valve inside the house that

controls the spigot. Then open th spigot it-

self to allow water remaining in the pipe to

drain out completely
Whe you leave your house durin cold

weather, don’t turn off the heat completel
or set the thermostat too low. If you do, you

may come hom to frozen pipes. If you pla
to be away from your house for several months

shut off the water and drain your house&

system. Consult a plumbe or home main-

tenance manual for the proper procedur for

doing so.

If you should lose heat in your house due

to a power failure or similar problem, check

the pipes If the pipes in areas most likely to

freeze are not insulated, newspapers can be

used as a temporary substitute.

Our percentage of depositors on bank days is from 95 to 100%.
Many times it has been 99%. Last year a total of $7,646.91 was depos-
ited. The total amount for the first five months of this year is $4,699.11.

Thrift is taught in the schools and is correlated with the teaching
of other subjects. Pupils, teachers and Parents have shown great interest
in this important work and have given excellent cooperation. In the

Cold weather can mean big headaches ard

expensive repairs for homeowners wh fail

to protect their homes from the cost damag
caused by frozen pipes that break,” Lyon said.

To hel homeowners prevent the aggrava-
tion and expense of froze pipes, Lyons offers

the following advice:
Be sure to check on pipes in unheated

areas of your hom - the basement, crawl

spaces, exterior walls and laundr room. These

are the ones that are most likely to freeze.

On particularly cold days allow inside
faucets to drip slowly and open cabinets

underneath sinks to allow heat to reach the

pipes.
Insulat pipes. Speci types of insulation

are available for pipes at most hardware stores.

Consult a plumb or hom repair manual for

installation guideline
Drain all outside spigots These are highl

susceptibl to freezing since the pipes run

through th walls to the outside. To drain, cut

off the water at the valv inside the house that

controls the spigot. Then open th spigot it-

self to allow water remaining in the pipe to

drain out completely
When you leave your house during cold

weather, don’t turn off the heat completel
or set the thermostat too low. If you do, you

may come home to frozen pipes. If you pla
to be away from your house fo several months,
shut off the water and drain your house&

system. Consult a plumbe or home main-

tenance manual for the proper procedu for

doing so

If yo should lose hea in your house due

to a power failure or similar problem check

the pines. If the pipes in areas most likely to

freeze are not insulated, newspapers can be

used as a temporary substitute.

Some deals seem so cut-and-dried

that declarer scarcely pauses to think

before starting to play. This can be a

dangerous and costly practice, as

evidenced by today’s exhibit.

After making a preemptive two

spade overcall, South wound up in

five spades doubled and was

delighted by what he found in

dummy. Certain he was about to

make his contract with an overtrick,

he took the ace of diamonds and led a

spad to the ace.

When East showed out on the first

spade, declarer suddenly realized he

was in deep trouble. He did the best

he could by playing the K-Q of spades
and conceding a trick to the jack in

hopes the defenders would try to

cash a heart before taking two

diamonds. In that case, he could ruff

and dispose of his third diamond on

dummy’s fifth club.

But West returned the three of

diamonds after winning the spade,
and East had no trouble diagnosing
the situation. Since West had led

high-low in diamonds,: indicating a

doubleton, East knew declarer had

started with three cards in that suit.

So after winning the second diamond,
East cashed another diamond to set

the contract one trick.

South should have recognized at

the outset the danger posed by a 4-0

spade division — certainly a possi-
bility on the bidding — and stopped
to consider what he could do to

counter that threat. Had he done so,

he might have found the solution.

The winning play is simple, but

not obvious. All South has to do is

refuse to take the first diamond trick!

If West started with a doubleton

diamond — a virtual certainty given
the bidding and opening lead — the

contract is now assured.

Assuming West continues with a

diamond, declarer takes the ace and

then plays four rounds of trump. West

wins the fourth spade but cannot

return a diamond, so South is home.

Dear Edith:

My daughter recently purchased a

small house, her first. Although the deed

and mortgage are in her name, I share the

monthly payments and taxes to help.
Is it possible for me to obtain a nota-

rized statement to this effect in order that

I may declare the interest payments on

my income tax return? I am looking for

the least complicated way of handling
this matter. —Mr. B.L.

I&# afraid you can’t deduct interest pai on

another person debts, or property taxes pai
on someone else&#3 real estate. None of the

money you spen to help your daught is

deductible. Check this out with an accoun-

tant by all means — but I just double-checked

it with mine.

PMI Droppin Off
Dear Edith:

Is PMI insurance paid for through the

term of the mortgage? The bank required
it in 1977 because we did not have 20 per-

cent down payment. We have not default-

ed and our equity is more than twice the

mortgage amount. It would seem the

bank’s interests are protected.
—Mrs. C.J.

Private mortgage insurance, which protects
the lender in case you default on payments,
is supposed to drop off when you hav paid
down the loan to 75 percent of the property’s
value. Trouble is, they’r using your 1977 value.

You could apply to your lender on the

ground that your loan is for less than half the

present worth. In order to back up your claim,

though you& need a lender-authorized ap-

praisa of current market value, and the ap-

praisa would cost more than you ever save

in insurance premiums.
Otherwise, you have to wait until the debt

drops below 75 percent of your origina pur-
chase price. Because principal reduces so slowly
at the front end of a loan, the past nine years

probably haven’t been enoug to get down

to the required amount.

Can She Buy
Dear Edith: I am a 24-year-old single fe-

male, making $25,900, expect to be mak-

ing in the neighborhood of $30,500 by
this time next year. I have $6,200 in sav-

ings, no debts, car is paid for.

Is it possible for me to purchase a home

any time within the next year? I would im-

agine price in the $90,000 range. I don’t

have any idea what costs would be. I

wouldn’t want to spend more than a third

of my take-home pay on the house. Any
advice would be appreciated.

if it’s not your dream home the first time out.

Walk into any real estate firm and ask for

a “qualifyin interview”. It won&# cost anythin
and you should get a financial analysi b a

knowledgeabl agent. If you aren’t satisfied
with th first answer you get try it again with
another firm. Sometimes agents aren&# too ex-

cited about working with low-income buyers;

kee it u till you find one wh has the time

to invest in you.

Tax Law and Installments

Dear Edith: I sold my home in 1980 and

financed the purchase for the buyers,
with a 30-year loan. How will the new tax

law treat capital gains?

Under the new tax law, you will continue

with the installment sale schedule you& us-

ing now, paying tax on your profit year b year
as you collect it. The only difference will be
that capital gains treatment is out. Your profit
will be treated as ordinar income, and fully
taxed at the new (lower tax rates.
