Prompted by a flurry of complaints
from homeowners whose taxes have not

been paid du to their lending institu-
tion’s delinquency, the Long Island

Better Business Bureau has prepared a

report to help consumers résolve the

problem. Among other things, the

report identifies the- various govern-
ment agencies that homeowners should

contact.

Recently, 37,000 homeowners on

Long Island discovered that their banks

or mortgage companies, wh are con-

tractually responsible for paying their

client’s taxes, have failed to do so. Even-

tually, if the taxes remain unpaid,
homeowners could lose their property,

warns the BBB. Janice Grassi,

Executive Director of the BBB, advises

homeowners with this problem to act

immediately by writing to their bank

or mortgage company directly and by
sending a copy to the appropriate

government agency as well as the Bet-

ter Business Bureau. “To help con-

sumers resolve the problem as quickly
as possible, we are pleased to provide
this report to homeowners,’ stated Ms.

Grassi.

An oversized firecracker, as deter-

mined by detectives from the police
department, exploded in the north cor-

ridor of the Hicksville High School as

classes were passing.
Dropped by an unknown student,

the explosion made a shattering noise

in the confined area and gave off reams

of smoke.

Three students suffered temporary

hearing impairments from the noise

reverberation.
School officials stated that two of the

girls’ hearing cleared after twenty
minutes.

A third experience persistent hear-

ing problems and was reported emo-

tionally upset. When attempts to

contact her personal physician failed,
she was sent to Central General

Hospital, Plainview, for precautionary
observation.

The smoke spiraled up to the smoke

detector and triggered the fire alarm.

Members of the teaching stat#, in the

immediate area, went to the aid of the

students affected while others super-

vised the immediate evacuation of the

building.
The Hicksville Fire Department

responded immediately and arrived as

the evacuation was in progress.

Principal Richard Hogan was in his

office and assumed direction at the

initial alarm.

Most of the students were unaware

of the small, but serious, explosion. It

was confined to its area near the

custodial room door. The noise did not

permeate 100 feet in either direction

First reports gave exaggerated stories

of bombs in lockers and extensive

injuries.
Many Hicksville studénts later ex-

pressed annoyance at media attempts
to sensationalize the story. They claim

television and radio interviews with

students outside the school seemed

intent to portray the school in an

unfavorable light.

Bertha Ecker will be 105 years old on

December 24, 1986. She is presently a

resident at Central Island Nursing
Home in Plainview.

til age 96 when she experienced seeing,
hearing and balance difficulties and

was confined to a wheelchair. In 1984,
then almost 103, Mrs. Ecker—along
with 13 other Long Islanders all over

age 100—were honored by the owner

of the Lincoln Inn Restaurant,
Rockville Centre.

She lost her eyesight and hearing

completely in 1986 but her physical
health is excellent. She is no longer

mentally alert but is a revered, spunky
and brave lady. She has received cita-

tions, press attention and telegrams
from President Ronald Reagan and

Mrs. Reagan.
Bertha Ecker (nee Mester) was born

in Koch, Hungary, Dec. 24, 1881.

Schooling was compulsory and she

learned to read, write and do

arithmetic. At the age of 12, after

school hours, she worked as a cook’s

helper for a family of five. Her

childhood was more work than play.
Her family worked the estates of counts

and barons and workers carried work

cards, which were a vital reference. She

loved to talk of her life in Hungary.

She moved to Hicksville in 1907,
as a bride, where her husband John had

already established himself in business

as a maker of shoes and a shoe repairer.
Eventually, they bought the two-store

building from Henry Stolz I, at 144

Broadway, Hicksville (opposite St. Ig-
natius Church). In 1925 the building
was remodeled and the one store

became a new shoe store and also a shoe

repair shop in the rear. They had four

daughters: Anna Johnson, Irma Kir-

chner, Elizabeth Solbert (died in 1977
and Bertha Nordman. John Ecker died

in 1934. The building was sold in 1949

and demolished in 1962 for the Broad-

way widening.

The bidding:

Opening lead — queen of diamonds.

There are lucky hands as well as

unlucky ones, but one of the most

rewarding features of bridge lies in

salvaging the unlucky hands.

Here is a typical case where West

leads the queen of diamonds. West is

unlikely to have the ace, so South

ducks the queen as well as the J-9

when West continues the suit.

Declarer ruffs East’s ten and notes

the possibility of losing two club

4

tricks if he finesses the queen.

Unwilling to expose himself to this

danger, South draws three rounds of

trumps and plays the K-6 of spades,
finessing the jack. If West has the

queen, South has his tenth trick; if he

doesn&#3 have it, there is still the club

finesse.

In the actual case, the spade
finesse loses and South is obliged to

ruff the diamond return. Down to his

last chance, South tries a club finesse,
but this too goes awry and the

contract fails.

It is unlucky to find three cards —

the ace of diamonds, queen of spades
and king of clubs — all badly placed,
but even so the outcome is largely

declarer&#39; fault. He did not take the

safest line of play.
After ruffing the diamond at trick

three, South should draw three

rounds of trumps, ending in dummy,
and play the king of diamonds.

With East producing the ace,

declarer can easily afford to discard a

club on the trick — a loser-on-loser

play. This forces East to return a

spade or a club, either of which hands

South his tenth trick. The luck

element is totally eliminated by this

method of play.

198 Homeowners whose homes have ap-

preciate in value sometimes borrow way be-
yond their cost basis; interest on any part of

the loan over that amount won&# be deducti-

ble unless the money is used for educational

or medical purposes.
Cost basis includes th original price of the

hous plus the outlay for permanent improve-
ments mad since.

She Left No Will

Dear Edith: M sister and I inherited our

house as tenants in common. My wife and

I lived there with her. Recently my sister

died and left no will. She was not married

and had no children.

Now my other sisters are seeking equal
shares to her property, including her

share of the house. Can

I

be forced to sell

the house? Do I have any special rights
as a tenant in common? —Mr. SY.

Because you were tenants in common, your

sister’s share of the hous is left to her estate,

not to you. Without a will, the court will de-

cide wh inherits your sister’s property. It’s like-

l to go in equal shares to you and your other

sisters. The may end up owning part of her

share of the house. Perhap you can arrange

to trade off something else in th estate, if you
want to own the whole house yourself

If they end up as part owners, they would

also be tenants in common with you. As such,

they could ask a court to order the property
sold and the procee divided. If you couldn&

agree among yourselves a court mig issue

such an order.

Dear Edith: My problem with the after-55

tax break is defining what constitutes

“gale of the house” for IRS puposes. I have

had differing opinions from lawyer, ac-

countant and real estate people. Is it the

signing of the contract or is it closing? In

other words, can the contract signing oc-

cur prior to the 55th birthday and still

qualify for the IRS tax break?

Yes. You can sign a contract t sell your house

before your sst birthday, but make sure you

don&# g to settlement, don& close (or, as they

say in New Englan don’t pass paper until

you are 5g. Th IRS figures from the da you

actuall receive the money.
Same thing, I’m told, with stock transactions.

The IRS cares not about the trade date, but

about the settlement date, a week later.
