Lyme Arthritis - The Arthritis of the Northeast

Lym arthritis was named after Lyme
Connecticut, where it was originally

discovered in 1975. This disorder usual-

ly occurs in the summer or early fall, and

can affect peopl of all ages and either
sex. Althoug foun jin other areas,

many cases are concentrated in the nor-

theastern United States.

For many years the cause of this ar-

thritis was not known. Recentl an

organism, called a spirochete, has been

isolated and is believed to produc the
disease. This spirochet is carried b a

tick, and transmitted ta peopl after a

tick bite.

Th arthritis is often manifested. by
joint swelling, pain, redness, and

tendemess. This arthritis may travel from
one joint to another. Th large joints
of the bod stich as the knee are often
involved.

This disease affects not only the joints,
but also the skin. An enlarging=ras
typicall occurs, often at the site of the
tick bite. This rash can be associated

with chills, fever, weakness, headache,
and a stiff neck. In the more severe

forms of the diseas both the heart and
the brain can be affected. Left un-

treated, recurrent attacks lastin for

several years may occur.

Because of the strong association with

arthritis, the disease is often diagnose
and treated by rheumatologi (arthriti
specialists The diagnos is made ‘on the

basis of a careful medical histor and

physica examination, Recentl a blood
test 2s been develope which ha been

very nelpfu in confirmin the diagnosi
Although the joint symptoms can in-

itiall be treated with anti-
medication, the spirochet appears to

be very sensitive to antibiotics. In fact,
tetracyclin or penicillin have been

known to eliminate the symptoms of

Lyme disease.
