“The parents of the children could not suc-

cessfull claim that their freedom to practice
‘their religionha bee violated by the school

districts mandating that the children attend

classes and be ‘exposed’ to the reading
books.” ‘

In an Alabama textbook case, certain

parents had bee successful in convincing the

US District Judg to ban 44 histary social
studies, and home economic text books for

use in the Alabama Public Schools. The

parents argue in theirlaw suit that the Jude
_ Christian teachin was not tolerated in the

classroom, while ‘‘secular humanism’’ (

community. What follows is a synopsi of

what topics and court cases were discussed.
Ina Tennessee case, parents challenge the

school district’s Basic Readin Program on the

groun that it was biased agains their faith.

Th parents argue that the readers displaye
a “systematic bias towards their religiou
beliefs.”” A US District Court Judg agree
with parents and allowed their children to

opt out of the readin period However, the

parents were obligate to provid their own

readin lessons at home.

This, however, was overturned by the US

6t Circuit in Atlanta, and the Court stated,
“The parents of the children could not suc-

cessfull claim that their freedom to practice
their religio had been violated b the school

districts mandating that the children attend

classes and be ‘exposed to the reading
books.”

In an Alabama textbook case, certain

parents had bee successful in convincing the

U District Judg to ban 4q history, social

studies, and home economic text book for

use in the Alabama Public Schools. The

parents argued in their law suit that the Judeo
Christian teachin was not tolerated in the

classroom, while ‘‘secular humanism” (
belief that does not include Go in ethical

decisions) was.

The uth US Circuit Court of Appeal in

Atlanta ruled that nothing indicated that

“omission of certain factsregardin religion
from these textbooks of itself constituted an

advancement of secular humanism or an ac-

tive hostility towards theistic religion pro-
hibited by the Constitution.’” Mr. Worona,

a counsel to the association, gave the par-

ticipants of the conference a detailed

backgroun on not only th issues dealin
with the textbook cases of Tennessee and

Alabama, but also the issues dealing with

“home instruction” and “neutral site’”’ cases

and emphasize that the New York State

School Boards Association acted as a friend

of the court o all these cases.

In the New York Home Instruction case,

the law mandates that any parent who wishes

to educate their child at home, must provide
the superintende of the district proper in-

formation which will allow the superinten-
dent to determine whether the child is receiv-

inga substantial equivalen education. The

parents in this case asserted that this law

violates their right to practice their religion.
The feel it was an invasion of privacy.

In the neutral site case in the Monroe-

Woodbury Central School District, certain

parents requested that their children receive

speci educational services and remedial ser-

vice at an alternate site inasmuch as their

religio prohibite their children to be ex-

pose to other religious beliefs. The were

askin to hav this service provide with the

exclusion of others, who were not members

of their religious community. It is the

Monroe-Woodbury School Board’s position
that this clearl violates the establishment
claus of the First Amendment to the US Con-

stitution,

Bill Bennett gavé those assembled a

historical backgrou of the Bill of Right as

itrelates tothe First Amendmentof theCon-

stitution that states, “Congres shall make no

law respecting an establishment of religion,
or prohibitin the free exercise thereof.” Mr.

Bennet stated that Patrick Henry and James
Madison, the framers of the Constitution,

were concemed that the federal government
would proclaim a ‘‘national church’ thus

depriving other states of their religion and

practices.
Fo over 170 years, religion in the form of

prayer and/or bible readin was a practice
throughout the young nation. In fact,
the First Amendment was adopted on

Septemb 25, 1789 andon the very next da
the House of Representatives passe a resolu-

tion callin fora da of prayer. It was only dur-

ing the last 2 years that a more liberal view

Thanksgivin shoul also be the time for

us to reflect with greater concern about those who do not have the basic

necessities of life. There are many, who throug n fault of their own, need

our hel just to remain alive.

While the “‘safet net” still exists, further Federal

government budge balancin cuts. are bein
- developed in Washington. There is no doubt that

the cuts will fall the heaviest on those in need. Help
ing to take u the slack are numerous voluntary agen-
cies. These organizations provide food, shelter and

clothing for the poor. One organization on Long
Island stands out in its funding efforts for those in

Advanced Treatment For Rheumatoid Arthritis

A recent article discussed the

diagnosi and initial treatment for

rheumatoid arthritis. Drugs used in this

treatment are those which control joint
inflammation. Often, these initial

medications are either aspirin or strong

aspirin- preparations. If the arthritis

is progressive and not controlled by
these medications, other therapie such

as gol injections may be recom-

mended.

No one is certain how gol works.

However, scientific studies have shown

that 70% of patients with rheumatoid

arthritis will experience a goo to an ex-

cellent response to gol therapy. This’

medication is given either orally or b
injection. Gold is one of several medica-

tions called a disease modifying agent
because it is believed to slow the pro-

cess of rheumatoid arthritis. Other

medications in this category are Pla-

quenil and D-Penicillamine.

the treatment of rheumatoid arthritis.

These medications are called im-

munosuppressive agents and include Im-

uran, Methotrexate, and Cytoxan. These

drug are very powerful and are usual-

l reserved for patients with theumatoid

arthritis which has not responde to

other forms of treatment. Both gol
therapy and the immunosuppressive
therap is usuall administered under

the supervision of a rheumatologist (ar
thritis specialist .

Basketball: Improvin Your
Vertical Jum

Football is midway through its season which

means that few of us are contemplating
basketball. However, now isthe time for you
to consider pre-season training to improve

your jumpin ability. [tis a common known
fact that certain athletes have a greater
natural talent for jumping than others. Dar-

ry Griffith of the Utah Jazz Spu Webb of

the Atlanta Hawks and Rex Chapma of the

Kentucky Wildcats are prime example of

natural jumping ability.
What can be don for the hig school

athlete to improv his/her jumping ability?
I discussed this problem with Mr. Doug
Semenick, who was recently named the

United States Strengt Coach of the Year. Mr.

Semenick is well known fo his training of
_ athletesat the University of Louisville basket-

ball program. His program concentrates on

a number of important philosophies.

‘Accordin to Mr. Semenick, vertical jum-
ping is a total body movement and he

believes the upper shoulder muscles and

chest muscles should be equall condition-

e with those of the lower extremities. In the

upper body, the deltoid or shoulder muscles

(the larg muscles alon the spina column),
and the rectus abdominal muscles (stomac
muscles) pla animportant role in creating

_

velocity to elevate the bod off the floor. He

refers tothese muscle as the jumping chain,
which beg in the upper bad and also in-

volve th gluteal muscles (th buttocks), the

quadriceps the hamstring the gastroc-
nemius and soleus muscles of the calves and

even the smaller muscles of the feet.

Mr. Semenick’s program includes pre-
season and in-season conditioning He recom-

mend resistant hip and back exercises, le
squat thi thrusts, le extension exercises,

le curls for hamstrin strengthenin and

bent-knee sit- for the abdominal muscles.
H has also found that his jump condition-

ing program improves with weights and
-

weig training. Semenick issues caution to

those athletes who attempt to improv their ~

jumpin ability with the use of simultaneous

lon distance running. Numerous studies

have shown tha theleg strengt orlegjum-
pin ability is lessened by lon distance

running.
.

In summary, Mr. Semenick recommends
- atotal bod fitness program simliarto many

of those programs used in gym educational

courses. Once a overall conditionin pro-

gram ha bee started, the athlete can pro-

gress to specifi jumping exercises.

Next month we will discuss specifi exer-

cises which concentrate more on the lower

extremities.
