Apparently puppies that ai:e 
hand-reared and ~•posed to a va• 
rlety ol people and sllf1llUDdlnp 
dl1rini early life are better able to 
adjust In lattt life. TIiis ma, ff• 

plain why some puppies raised 
atrictly by their motbters In keo­
nds are aby and reluctant to ff• 
plore their new 1urroundlnp 
wbm broug)it bome lor lbe Ont 
lime. IT'ltese puppies often ublbll 
wbat Is termed •■voldance rue• 
tloo'" to enr, un!amlllar upttt ol 
lhe!r new borne and family. 

All puppies being rabed to be­
come ptlS In later IUe should have 
bum.1n contact and be>cballmced 
wltb chanslnl t11vlronrnents and 
situalloos at ■n early a1e.
